Restoration Day of the Independent Czech State is celebrated on January 1.

It is a national holiday, so schools and offices are closed.

It marks the day in 1993 when Czechoslovakia split into the Czech Republic and
Slovakia.

Communist rule in Czechoslovakia ended in 1989, in a move that was known as
the Velvet Revolution.

The separation of Czechoslovakia into the Czech Republic and Slovakia was
subsequently referred to as the Velvet Divorce, since, like the Velvet
Revolution, it was achieved without violence.

The government of Czechoslovakia voted in November of 1992 to separate
Czechoslovakia into the two separate countries of Czech Republic and
Slovakia, and the change became effective on January 1 of the following year.

Vaclav Havel was the last president of Czechoslovakia, and continued to serve
as the first president of the Independent Czech Republic.

Until 2010, the governments allowed citizens to maintain dual citizenship
between the Czech Republic and Slovakia.

Citizens of either country can cross the border into the other without a
passport, and they can also work in the other country without obtaining a
permit.

Pursuant to the Schengen Agreement, which both countries joined in 2007,
there are no border checks.

Did you Know?

Po Sametovém rozvodu pokracovaly jak Ceskd republika, tak Slovensko v pouZivani
staré narodni mény - koruny ¢eskoslovenské. Nicméné kvili pochybnostem o
tomto systému a strachu Ceské republiky z ekonomické ztraty byly brzy zavedeny
dvé oddélené narodni mény. Témi byly koruna ¢eska a koruna slovenska. Na
zacatku mély obé mény stejny kurz. Hodnota slovenské mény pozdéji klesla. V roce
2009 prijalo Slovensko jako svoji ndrodni ménu euro. Ceskd republika stdle pouZziva
korunu ceskou.

After the Velvet Divorce, both the Czech Republic and Slovakia continued to use the
old national currency, the Czechoslovak koruna. However, because of misgivings
of this system of the Czech Republic due to fears of economic loss, two separate
national currencies were established shortly after. These were called the Czech
koruna and the Slovak koruna. At first, the two currencies had an even exchange
rate. The value of the Slovak currency later fell. In 2009, Slovakia adopted the euro
as its national currency. The Czech Republic still uses the Czech koruna, also known
as the crown.
